(c) Import Authorisation (IA) from the country of import (for Munitions List and 
WMD related items);  

 

(d) Technical Specifications of the goods, e.g. operating instructions, manuals, 
brochures, data sheets, etc.;  

 

(e) End-user company profile and/or website; and 
 

(f) Other relevant supporting documents.
